Agenda   Councilor Skoe asked to add Agenda Item G: Discuss having 1 or 2 Projects

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Persons to approve the Agenda with the addition.  Motion carried unanimously.

Water Sewer Project
4.00	A:	Maintenance Building Rehab vs New Chemical Feed Building
	Curt discussed the different issues with remodeling the old building. The whole building would need to come up to code and the cost would be more than a new building. Discussed what would be removed from the building when the tower is down. Cost has been assigned to repair the roof & remove the cement tower bases. Council decided to keep the Chemical Feed Building in the PER and ask for the 'whole roof repair' with the option of cost share.
	B:	Dredging the Ponds
	Chuck had Frank from Rural Water come up and take readings of the sludge in the Ponds. He will not tell cities what to do, he lets the Engineers decide that. The readings were all between 7 - 9", and Chuck has been putting 'bugs' in the ponds and that has lowered the sludge considerably since the last readings. It was 1 foot to a foot and a half and very dense and now the readings are between 7-9" and not as dense. Frank thinks it'll last 10 years, the ponds are approx. 35 years old now. Council decided to leave $80,000.00 in the PER for pond sludge removal. 
	C:	Water Main Size-ISO flow rates
	USDA/RD will not let a water distribution system be designed with the ISO flow rates in mind. You have to have a different reason or need for the water lines to bigger then what is need for residential water distribution. Curt could not tell us how the water distribution would be designed or what the size of the stand pipe would be, but just by replacing all the water lines, the water pressure throughout town will improve.
	D:	Streets
	Curt discussed the different ways to bid out the street repairs, based upon how RD looks at the project. If the City has to assess some of the street repairs, we have to have a public hearing. It hearing will be needed after we receive a commitment letter from USDA/RD so we know the costs.
	E:	Well House Repairs
	Council wanted clarification of what was going to be done with the well house.
	F:	Line Item Understanding
	Curt explained all the different line items that will be in the bids, and how the numbers are figured. We went over how the financing should work, when we get the funds & use interim financing. Curt estimates that we'll get our "letter of conditions" from USDA/RD by early August.
	G: Discussion of 1 or 2 Projects
	Not discussed.
