Agenda   

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Waldo to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Pearson Lots
4.00	Council discussed various ways to combine the lots in Pearson Addition. The cost to split lots is $100.00 per lot and $46.00 to record all of them at the same time. Suggested splits are: Lot 12 & 15 together ( lot 12 is unbuildable), Lot 7 & 13 and the E portion of lot 6 (to make a square), Lot 5 and remainder of Lot 6, Lot 1 and W portion of Lot 2 or Lot 1 & Lot 26 & W portion of Lot 2, Remainder of Lot 2 & Lot 3. Lot 10, Lot 11 and E half of Lot 9. Question: how to have the remainder of Lot 9 to be added to E. Anderson's property? No final decisions were made, as the Council would like to have full Council make the final say. 
Water Issues

5.00	Council discussed J. Krueth's response to the letter concerning his water connection. The letter stated that the City would be shutting the water off to his neighbor's house on September 1st and the repairs to his water service needed to be done by then. He has not returned the letter indicating how he wishes to pay for the repairs. He spoke to Chuck and Darin about the letter, he took offense to one line in the letter that was added by the city attorney. Chuck had looked for a different curb stop already installed that could be used to supply his water, but couldn't find one. Jim had spoken with Alzada Koisti (previous owners) about the water line, she told him her husband Ben had installed that line in 1969 or there about. 

	Clerk Krueth updated the Council on what she's found out about ways to financially help Paukner with the installation of a well. The City has NO authority to give a loan to a resident, even though it would save the general public money, per our auditors and League of Minnesota Cities. The city attorney reiterated the fact that we have NO obligation to help with the cost of a well when we discontinue water service to a customer. But, the Railroad Management company has come back with a lower offer on the Lease Agreement for the water line crossing. The new offer is $100.00 per year plus a yearly cpi increase (last year cpi was 3%). After a lengthy discussion, Council decided to abandon the option of a well and to try to come to an agreement with Railroad Management to continue water service to Paukner's.


Motion was made by Skoe and seconded by Nelson to offer Railroad Management an lease agreement of $100.00 per year for 5 years with a 10% increase every 5 years and pay the outstanding balance of $648.08. Motion carried unanimously.
