Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Rabe to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.


Discussion of Water Main Replacement

4.00	Curt Meyer from WSN informed the Council that Steve from their office was up and took down the project information. He is estimating the cost of the project to be roughly between $40,000-$50,000.00 right now, waiting until spring would cost about $15,000.00. Open cutting or boring will be about the same cost. We'll also need the County to approve the digging of the road and he doesn't think Bruce, from Beltrami County Highway Dept., would give his approval because of the time of year, it would have to stay dirt until spring and the settling would present problems. The ground will be very wet & freezing, so it will not compact correctly. He also thinks we'll have to re-dig in the spring because of those soil issues, the water line would not be set correctly and have to be re-done, costing more money. He then asks what tests have been done on the water, is it useable right now? Options of continued flushing were discussed and freeze up possibilities. Cracking the hydrant and letting it run continuously would end up freezing so flushing would be the better way to go. Discussion was held on what could possibly be causing the problem. Maybe corrosion inside the pipe is suspected with chemical reactions occurring, or if the soil is tight enough the pipe could have corroded through allowing leaching from the soil. He suggests the city set up a routine of flushing and take water samples from the house & from the flushing point and get a report of what is in the water. Mark Hallans from WSN will come to take samples. Council questioned that everything will be tested for and the results will tell us the quality of the water and also give options for possible filtering solutions.
Lance Paukner agreed to any solution that they come up with, ie: flushing and/or filtering, but asked that the line be replaced next spring and not waiting for the Water Sewer Project as a hole..
	Curt then updated the Council on what he's heard from Kathy with the USDA on our Water Sewer project. He also explained the financing process going through Rural Development. We can get a micro loan for the interim. Discussion was held concerning the funding of the project, whether through assessment or fee's, and what portion are the homeowners responsibility
	Curt will inform the City Clerk of the estimated cost for testing and will inform us of the testing results with any options available. Another meeting will have to called once we get the results.

Motion was made by Rabe and seconded by Skoe to proceed with the water flushing and to have the water tested. Motion carried unanimously.
